Opening of the session

The International Anti-Corruption Academy’s (IACA) Assembly of Parties convened for its
fourth session in Vienna, Austria, from 9 to 11 December 2015. The session symbolically
opened on 9 December, International Anti-Corruption Day.

H.E. Ms. Elisabeth Tichy-Fisslberger, Director General for Legal and Consular Affairs and
Coordinator on Combatting Human Trafficking at the Austrian Federal Ministry for
Europe, Integration and Foreign Affairs, transmitted the welcome address of
H.E. Mr. Heinz Fischer, Federal President of the Republic of Austria. President Fischer
commended IACA’s anti-corruption activities and achievements as well as its cooperation
with the United Nations Office on Drugs and Crime (UNODC). He expressed his conviction
that IACA can further contribute to the implementation of the 2030 Agenda for
Sustainable Development, but that it needs full support from its constituency, both
politically and in terms of resources.

In his video message, H.E. Mr. Jan Eliasson, Deputy Secretary-General of the United
Nations, expressed his strong support to the Assembly. He stated that IACA has made
major contributions to preventing and combatting corruption, securing the rule of law,
and promoting sustainable development. The Deputy Secretary-General emphasized
IACA’s important role in the global anti-corruption alliance and the 2030 Agenda for
Sustainable Development, particularly Goal 16.

Mr. Martin Kreutner, Executive Secretary to the Assembly of Parties, provided a brief
overview of IACA’s institutional developments, growing global recognition, and diverse
undertakings and engagements. He informed the Assembly that 64 Parties form part of
IACA’s constituency to date, encompassing two thirds of the global population. The
Executive Secretary stressed that the last year of the unanimously adopted Work
Programme 2014-2016 is slowly approaching and that its full implementation is
contingent on adequate resources. As such, he expressed hope that this session would
make important decisions on ensuring a stable source of funding for IACA’s general
budget and future trajectory.

Mr. Kamran Aliyev, Deputy Prosecutor General and Chief of the General Department on
the Fight against Corruption under the Prosecutor General of the Republic of Azerbaijan,
officially opened the session on behalf of Mr. Zakir Garalov, President of the Bureau of
the third session of the Assembly of Parties. Mr. Aliyev conveyed the President’s
gratitude to the outgoing Bureau and the Executive Secretary for a constructive year, and
wished the incoming Bureau and this Assembly session all the success.

The newly elected President, Mr. Ekpo Nta, thanked the Assembly for its confidence and
affirmed the incoming Bureau’s commitment to the mission and mandate of IACA. Upon
his request, H.E. Ms. Elisabeth Tichy-Fisslberger, Vice President, agreed to preside over
the session until the close of agenda item 6 - “Elections to fill vacancies in the Board of
Governors”, as he is also a candidate for the Board of Governors.

Adoption of the agenda and organization of work
The Assembly unanimously adopted the agenda.

Participation of observers

The Executive Secretary informed the room that 19 Observers (four Signatories and 15
non-Signatories) were taking part in this session.

Adoption of the report of the Bureau on credentials

The Executive Secretary disclosed that 54 out of 56 Parties were fully accredited to
participate at this session.

The Assembly adopted the report of the Bureau on credentials without objections.

The representatives of Austria, Greece, Hungary, Malaysia, Nigeria, Republic of Korea,
Romania, Russian Federation, and Thailand mentioned their respective countries’
financial contributions and/or staff secondments to IACA over the past year(s).

The representative of Malaysia announced that his government will reduce its annual
contribution to IACA to 50,000 Euros as of 2016, due to austerity measures at home.
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The representatives of Hungary, Romania, and the Russian Federation stated that their
governments would consider continuing to provide financial contributions to IACA.

The representative of Austria emphasized that her country has substantially contributed
to IACA’s general budget over the years and called on other Parties to take further
ownership and ensure the sustainability of the organization.

The representative of the People’s Republic of China expressed that his government
would like to hold a joint workshop with IACA on the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable
Development Agenda and anti-corruption.

The representatives of Indonesia, Republic of Korea, and Thailand commended the
